The people of the Coromandel/Te Tara o Te Ika a Maui are invited to help shape the future of 
the peninsula by speaking up at a series of public meetings and hui starting next month [April]. 
 
The Coromandel Peninsula Blueprint is a joint initiative between Thames-Coromandel District 
Council [TCDC], Environment Waikato, Department of Conservation and Hauraki Whaanui to 
develop a 50-year strategic framework for managing growth and sustainable development.  
 
In a joint statement released by the project partners, the community is urged to play an active 
part in the district-wide community consultation forums, the dates and venues for which appear 
on the next page. 
 
“The Local Area Blueprint [LABs] phase is the anchor stone of the Blueprint, the practical on-
the-ground realisation of the community’s vision. The clear, district-wide planning set out in the 
Blueprint will be matched with the LABs which will provide detailed planning for local 
settlements and their surroundings. 
 
“We’re seeking community input to help us make the district the best it can be over the next 50 
years. This is a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity for the community /Tangata Whenua to review 
options, share comments and help shape the place they’ll still be proud to call home. 
 
“We’re adopting an ‘inquiry by design’ approach in which the community is encouraged to 
come along to speak directly with the people who are creating options for the Coromandel’s 
future. We want to genuinely reflect the public’s wishes and so, together, provide the services 
and infrastructure necessary to create a sustainable and prosperous future for our community 
now, and for generations to come. 
 
“We're not saying that everyone’s views will be chosen as the preferred method, but we need to 
know all the possibilities so the best choice can be selected.”

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·  The Blueprint is about managing change, growth and sustainable development on the peninsula. 
It brings together a range of existing plans and the aspirations of the community to ensure we 
achieve the Coromandel we want, rather than leave it to chance. The Blueprint is the 
community’s vision: its footprints will be our legacy, our future. 

 

·  The Blueprint is a joint effort between those agencies that share the responsibility as 
environmental guardians, planners and providers of services and infrastructure across our 
district::    

o Thames-Coromandel District Council 
o Environment Waikato 
o Hauraki Whaanui 
o Department of Conservation 

 

·  A Local Area Blueprint (LAB) is the way all the agencies and Tangata Whenua will work 
together with the local community to deliver the vision of the Coromandel Peninsula Blueprint 
in their area.  

·  We need LABs because the Blueprint is more focussed on the long-term future goals.  We need 
something that anchors these goals firmly now, something that we can all see as working for us 
now, and forward into the future.  LABs will do this by focussing on specific things in local 
areas, such as defining where more houses can be built, and which landscapes are important.  

·  We chose the seven LAB areas through a combination of the feedback we got from you during 
the previous 'Preferred Futures' consultation, plus a common sense approach based on geography 
and land use on the peninsula. 

·  The LABs will take most of 2010 to develop and approve.  After this, the actions recommended 
in each plan will start to happen through the inclusion of actions in various statutory documents 
and Iwi Management Plans
